OUR LEADERSHIP

Denominational Leadership

The Free Methodist Church USA is led by a Board of Bishops who give leadership and direction
to the denomination. Our current Bishops are Matthew Whitehead, Keith Cowart, and Linda
Adams. Our Board of Bishops are elected to four year terms with elections being held at our
General Conference every four years.

The Wabash Conference (our regional conference) is led by Superintendent John Lane who
gives leadership and direction to the churches in the Wabash Conference; every Free Methodist
Church throughout Indiana as well as the Free Methodist Churches in southeastern Illinois,
Kentucky, and Tennessee.

Appointment System

Pastors of Free Methodist churches are not members of the local church, but instead are
members of the Annual Conference and are appointed to local churches by the will of the area
Bishop, through input of the appointed pastor and the local church leadership.

Local Church Leadership

Word Ministries [Students, Children, Prayer, Worship, Pastoral Care, Connections, Discipleship,
Outreach, and morel]. Our Word Ministries are led by our team of Ministers and Pastors.

Works Ministries [Properties, and Financel. Our Works Ministries are led by our Board of
Trustees and Board of Finance and overseen by our Board of Administration.

Local Delegates
Delegates serve as liaison between the society and its appointed personnel, as well as between
the conference and the society. Their primary tasks include: representing the society at annual

conference; participating in conference activities; representing the society to the Superintendent;
preserving unity within the body by promoting peace and harmony among the members.
